Welcome to News and Notes 

March and April have both come and gone without the expected Brexit.  Now in May we have the 
elections for the European Parliament and the debates as to how (and whether?) to leave the EU 
are still continuing.  It seems hard to agree on a good way forward and divisions are stark both 
between and within political parties.  There is a story doing the rounds that the referendum in 
2016 and the debates since have “divided the country”.  I think that this is a very unhelpful story.   

The divisions were already there: between rich and poor; between those who feel well-
represented and those who feel under-represented; between young and old; between different 
ethnic communities between the well-educated and those who have less access to education; 
between house-owners and those who do not own a house; between those with a business and 
those without a business interest; between those who are indigenous and those who come from 
elsewhere. 

The referendum has made this disunity more visible; it has not created it.  I wonder whether the 

sheer visibility of all those separate interests could provide the opportunity to work towards a 

common good.  We can only address and try to overcome those divisions that we are aware of.  

Brexit is an opportunity to come together as communities.  It has made us aware of the things 

that divide us.  That is an awareness we can use to overcome those divisions.  The Church 

continues to celebrate Easter in May; it is the month of the resurrection.  Faith in the resurrection 

is a faith that in all things (including failure, death and division) love can work a miracle.

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Community News & Events 
Parish Boundary Walk - Saturday 25 May 2019 

There will be an Odstock Parish Boundary Walk for the villagers of Odstock, Nunton and Bodenham (and their friends) on 
the 25 May commencing at the Pavilion in the Nunton Recreation Field at 10.30am. 

As well as walking on public footpaths, it will allow you to walk on private farm land and in the Longford Castle grounds, 
neither of which are normally open to the public. The walk will be in two parts. The first section of approximately 5.5 miles 
goes to Odstock, Britford, Longford Castle, Bodenham, towards Charlton, towards Clearbury Ring, The Dairy and back to the 
Pavilion. This will take about 2 hours. The second part will continue around Clearbury Ring, Great Yews, Homington Road, 
Odstock and finishing in the Radnor Arms for a well-earned cup of tea/coffee (or something stronger if you prefer).  The 
complete walk will be about 14 miles and will take about 6 hours, including a stop for lunch. 

Not only a community get-together, the walk is designed to show the extent of our Parish by ‘beating the bounds’. 

If you intend to walk the entire boundary, please make sure you are well prepared for all weather conditions and are well 
‘shod’. Although beautiful, the downs are exposed and conditions underfoot may well be muddy and uneven in many 
places. This is not a sponsored walk. Parking is available in the Recreation Field if you need it. Please consult  O.S. 1:50,000 
or 1:25,000 Salisbury maps for the boundary route or e-mail for a route map.

On behalf of Odstock and Nunton PCC I am delighted to help spread the news 
that we shall very soon be undertaking our planned comprehensive roof repairs 
at Nunton church.  The works will start towards the end of May and are 
expected to last some six weeks. During this time the church will remain open 
to visitors and for church services. Interior redecoration work will take place 
after the roof repairs are complete and then whenever most convenient. 

The original plan was to overhaul the valley and other gutters and down pipes, and to repair the nave 
roof.  Further inspections indicated that a larger scheme of comprehensive repairs (including stripping 
and retiling all roof sections) would make economic sense in the long run, provided of course that the 
necessary funds, amounting to £110,000, could be raised.  

A substantial legacy from Diane Fray, daughter of Ernest Fray who had been Nunton church organist for 
over sixty years, gave us a fine start.  We benefitted from a splendid response from the local community to 
our fund raising appeal, for which we are extremely grateful.   We have had only mixed success with grant 
raising but can, nevertheless, make up the total funds needed by resorting to the PCC's  reserves. We are 
quite prepared for this, but it does mean that a few more local donations would be more than welcome.  

The Nunton Church Roof Appeal remains open and anybody willing to help, whether or not already a 
donor, is encouraged to contact one of the names below.  There is a display in the church together with 
some literature.

Parish Boundary Walk 
Saturday 25 May 2019 

There will be an Odstock Parish Boundary Walk for the villagers of Odstock, Nunton and 
Bodenham (and their friends) on the 25 May commencing at the Pavilion in the Nunton 
Recreation Field at 10.30am. 

As well as walking on public footpaths, it will allow you to walk on private farm land and in 
the Longford Castle grounds, neither of which are normally open to the public. The walk will 
be in two parts. The first section of approximately 5.5 miles goes to Odstock, Britford, 
Longford Castle, Bodenham, towards Charlton, towards Clearbury Ring, The Dairy and back 
to the Pavilion. This will take about 2 hours. The second part will continue around Clearbury 
Ring, Great Yews, Homington Road, Odstock and finishing in the Radnor Arms for a well-
earned cup of tea/coffee (or something stronger if you prefer).  The complete walk will be 
about 14 miles and will take about 6 hours, including a stop for lunch. 

Not only a community get-together, the walk is designed to show the extent of our Parish by 
‘beating the bounds’. 

If you intend to walk the entire boundary, please make sure you are well prepared for all 
weather conditions and are well ‘shod’. Although beautiful, the downs are exposed and 
conditions underfoot may well be muddy and uneven in many places. This is not a 
sponsored walk. Parking is available in the Recreation Field if you need it. Please consult  
O.S. 1:50,000 or 1:25,000 Salisbury maps for the boundary route or e-mail for a route map.
